1. Personal Membership Fees: Rs. 60/- per month

    Institutional Membership: Rs. 500/- per year 
    
2. Deposit: Rs.500/- to be paid as deposit fees for securing  
    Membership of the CD library. Deposit money will be refunded at  the time of  
    Withdrawal of membership. It is mandatory to submit withdrawal letter to the library to     
    get  refund of the deposit.  
 

3. Members will get only one CD at a time.  
    Maximum duration to keep CD is ONE MONTH 
    CDC students can keep CD with them NOT MORE than 15 days 
    After prescribed duration, member will be charged fine of Rs. 10/- per day for every  
    next day.  
 
4. CD will be checked before and after handing it over to the member or librarian. In  
    case of any damage of the CD or if CD is lost, respectivemember has to pay Rs.  
    100/- in addition to the original cost of the CD 
 
5. Members as well as Non- members can watch CD’s sitting in the Vidnyan Bhavan   
    only, for which Rs. 10/- can be paid per CD per person. A group of 20 students/   
    adults can enjoy this facility by paying RS.5/- per CD per person. Advance booking  
    for the group visit is extremely necessary.  
 

6. Marathi Vidnyan Parishad has all the rights to modify, cancel or implement any other  
    rule in order to protect interests of the Institution  
 
7. All the salaried staff members need not pay the deposit for the membership of  
    the CD library. But they have to abide by all other rules and regulations. 
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
